a. Women’s Lacrosse One Fund
i. Women’s Lacrosse: Hi I’m the Capitan of the women’s lacrosse team. I here to answer any questions you have.
ii. Senator Erdman: My consentient and I were talking and I have an athletes from part of different groups. They get anywhere from 5 to 7 dollars per meal instead of ten, would you agree with changing that to be consistent. 
iii. Women’s Lacrosse: Yes that is friendly.
iv. Senator Erdman: Let’s have a discussion about it before changing it so we can pick a dollar amount instead of just the range.
v. President Kay: Do you not want to just pick one?
vi. Senator Erdman: I want to hear what other senators have to say before.  
vii. Senator Walsh: Let’s go with 5 dollars per students
viii. President Kay: Is that perceived as friendly, 5 instead of 10.
ix. Women’s Lacrosse: That is fine.
x. President Kay: We are going to from 10 meals for 12 players was 480 so that’s going to be put down to 240. Are there anymore questions on this one-fund. 
xi. Senator Walsh: What’s the final price?

b. Ripon Students for Animal Welfare Constitution
i. Ripon Students for Animal Welfare: We made a few changes to the constitution. And the only changes were we added a few more duties to each exec board person. And we thought it was in the best interest and reasonable.
ii. Senator Walsh: Hey Ricky, so for article 5 it says that meetings will be held regularly. How many meetings have you had this year?
iii. Ripon Students for Animal Welfare: I’m not sure on the number we have had a few. I have emailed the group to have another one soon.
iv. Senator Walsh: A few as in 2 or 10?
v. Ripon Students for Animal Welfare: I will have to check.
vi. Senator Wash: Perhaps if it’s needed to be checked you will want to add a specific number off meetings to have ac semester to the constitution.
vii. Passes: In the eyes of the speaker
c. Greek Council One Fund
i. Greek Council: Hi everybody I am the Greek Council Chair. I am here to answer any questions you have.
ii. Senator Walsh: Where did the money for the dunk tank come from last year?
iii. Greek Council: Cam made it happen, somehow. Truly we have no ideas. It didn’t come from our budget last year; I think it came from her’s. We were going to take all the money that we raised and take a cut from what we raised to pay for it but we only ended up raising like 30 that 150 last semester so we want it to be a part of our budget it the future so that is why we are coming to you guys.
iv. Senator Erdman: This event is open to all of campus and it is really fun.  Who doesn’t want to dunk President Messetti and other staff members? It will be in the lawn and hopefully warm by that point. It is a fund time and I encourage you all to vote for it.
v. Passes: 19-2-1
d. Budget Hearings
i. President Kay: For those of you who are speaking on behalf of the group I ask that you come down here to the front so everyone can hear you and see you to ask questions. Please do talk in a way where people can hear you. You don’t have to go on and explain your budget but if you could just explain the basic concept behind it or what it is your group does that would be great.
ii. Treasure Soich: Once this loads you will see that currently the budget is balanced. Right now we are looking at 27,000 dollar one fund if the budget passes as is. Most groups were cooperative with the budgets we recommended and I ask that you don’t make too many changes.
iii. President Kay. I would like to ask if a senator would move to group the 100 dollar or fewer budgets together so we can vote on all of those at once. 
iv. Senator Walsh: I move to group all 100 dollar or less budgets together and vote on them all at once.
1. Senator Van Der Leest: Second
v. Senator Oliver: Are there any of those groups that would fall in this category that would have any discrepancies like not showing up to their meetings?
vi. President Kay: Not to my knowledge. 
vii. Senator Oliver: so all of them are in good standing?
viii. President Kay: Yes. There were three groups this round of budget hearings who did disband.
ix. Senator Garcia which groups did have problems with their budgets being changed?
x. Treasurer Soich: Most groups were cooperative. I know that SMAC was looking for just a little bit more and most others were very cooperative with us.
xi. Senator Garcia: Except for SMAC?
xii. Treasurer Soich: SMAC was cooperative, they just wanted I believe 200 more.  
xiii. Senator Gracias: So we can just pass it out right and everybody will be like ‘yea sure we are fine, we don’t care at all’.
xiv. Treasurer Soich: When they met with us they all agreed to their budgets.
xv. President Kay: Now we will vote on passing all of the 100 dollar or less budgets.
xvi. Passes: In the eyes of the speaker
xvii. Senator Erdman: Can we first get a list of the groups already passed so if people are here for those groups they can leave.
xviii. President: If your group has 100 dollars or less in your budget you don’t need to present and you can leave.
xix. Treasurer Soich: Those groups include: Pep-Band, Women’s Boxing, Fencing, SCA, Martial Arts, Ultimate Frisbee, Pre-Med, Animal Welfare, Art Opening Jamboree, Arm Chair, SSA, Math Club and RCC Greens. 
xx. Senator Erdman: I move to make a motion, because most of these groups are happy, to only discuss the ones that could potentially have a little bit more they want to talk about. I move to pull SMAC, BSU, Parallax, and CREW to talk separately. 
xxi. President Kay: Are you saying you would like to vote on all the rest except for those right now? To pass all the rest?
xxii. Senator Erdman: Yes.
xxiii. Senator Wash: I would like to address those off the floor, are there any of you not in those groups who would still like to talk please raise your hand. I’m also curios instead on singling out specific groups, just the ones without changes from their requested budgets.
xxiv. Treasurer Soich:  Every group had changes from there requested budgets. 
xxv. Senator Walsh: I’m just surprised, I think that so many people aren’t here yet it is kind of not fair to not let them present.
xxvi. Greek Council: I just wanted to say quickly that when we went into our budget meeting yes we want more money, but we had a deficit last year and we realize that we all need to take cuts. I think most groups would say that even though it sucks, I would like to have more money so we can do more things, but we understand that budgets have to be in line.
xxvii. Senator Walsh: Is there anyone else who wants me to yield time? Nathan.
xxviii. Ripon College Democrats: I’m a little cautions about the idea of pushing all the budgets together at once when only  4 or 5 individuals who are on the budget hearing committee were able to actually hear these groups arguments for why they wanted a certain amount of money. 
xxix. Senator Walsh: Is there anybody else who wants time yielded?
xxx. President Kay: Regarding Nathan’s comment, they all did meet with only 5 of us but at the same time for the most part they seemed comfortable and everyone understands that we corrected a 60 thousand dollar deficit. Every group understood that and this would save a lot of these leaders a lot of time this evening. 
xxxi. Senator Garcia:  I know for a fact that on the equestrian team Katie thought she was going to have a budget of around 5000 dollars when she walked out. And then I had to tell her that she had one of 1000, she was rather surprised by that actually. 
xxxii. Treasurer Soich: I can tell you that at the end of each meeting I went through all the line items and told every group the budget we were recommending to senate
xxxiii. Senator Garcia: Once more as soon as she came out of the talk she was like “yea I won’t have to one fund next year, and then I sent her a nice Facebook message and she was very surprised. 
xxxiv. President Kay: Senator Garcia If you would like you could add to senator Erdman’s list.
xxxv. Senator Garcia: I would not actually because once more we are just kind of doing this in order to be lazy, so we can go through them very quickly. And that’s fine but I don’t think we should group them up because that is not our job.
xxxvi. Vice President Brixius: They have 3900 not 1000.  I was the captain of that last year so I know what they spend money for. I re-crunched numbers with her based off of the one-funds that I did as captain last year and at the beginning of this year. So that is why it’s 3,900, because that is what they need. 
xxxvii. Senator Garcia: from the 2013-2014 budget? 
xxxviii. Treasurer Soich: this is 2014-2015.
xxxix. Senator Garcia: ok I did not have that one my portal. I looked at the wrong one.
xl. Senator Riebe: I was the senator that was on the budget committee with the Exec Board members. When we met with all these groups obviously no group was thrilled to get money cut but it got to a point where we had to cut 60,000 dollars, we didn’t balance that until the last night. And if you look at it, the money that’s going to the one fund next year isn’t coming from a surplus here its coming from the specific percentage, that is constitutionally allotted to the one fund, and that is what the one fund is coming from. There is no room to move around money. If you are going to add money to another group you are going to have to cut an equal amount from another group to balance the budget.  That is just the way it works given the financial situation that we are in now. I would echo the sentiments of our fine treasure and the rest the executive board. Ultimately these budgets were all agreed to by the committee and the groups so I would caution adding any additional money.
xli. Senator Enright: On that note I think we have to know that these four groups that are requesting money, if we give them more then we will have to take it from a different group, and if all the other groups are stuck together, and passed at once, we won’t be able to do that. So, I recommend that we discuss at least these four groups before deciding to group the rest together if that is what we would like to do.   
xlii. Treasurer Soich: Just so you know budgets have to be voted on 2 weeks in a row.
xliii. President Kay: So we can change something next week, and that did happen last year. 
xliv. Senator Enright: I think it would be easier to try to fix it tonight and next week do the other problems. If we are going to group these together, whether that is right or wrong or not I’m not sure, I think we should talk about these four first. 
xlv. Senator Walsh: I totally understand that this is a 0 sum game. I think that the points were being made before, especially with senator Garcia, were simply that there were miss-communications, or at least the possibility of them. And that merits a face to face meeting with the groups involved.
xlvi. Senator Erdman: I move to previous question
1. Senator Riebe: Second
xlvii. President Kay:  For those of you who don’t know what move to previous question means, it mean that there will be no more discussion on this and if the move to previous question passes we will move straight to a vote on this. We are voting on moving to previous question
xlviii. Dean Ogle: Just a point of clarification, if this passes what is the order will you do, the one Senator Enright suggested where you vote on the four groups first and then everybody else or everybody else and the four groups. That probably should be clear before you vote. 
xlix. Senator Erdman: my motion would be to vote on the four separately, not the order.
l. Senator Enright: Point of clarification, does this require a two thirds vote to move to previous questions?
li. Parliamentarian Hagen: It would be a  majority
lii. President: Today a majority would be 12 of you.
liii. Passes: 14-9-1
liv. President Kay: Now we will vote on senator Erdman’s amendment to remove SMAC, BSU, CREW, and Parallax and discuss those separately and after those have been discussed we will vote on the whole budget. 
lv. Fails: 7-12-3
lvi.  Book Club
1. Book Club: Hello if there any questions I will take them now.
2. Senator Walsh: this is a question to the committee and to you, so there is 100 dollar difference from the requested amount and suggested amount. So all of that got taken from meals and postage and 30 from books and periodicals. Or is 170 dollars their budget for all of it.
3. Treasurer Soich: it’s just books and periodicals.
4. Senator Walsh: Sam, point of clarification, do they have a spiel at the beginning?
5. President Kay: I mean they don’t have too, they can if they want. I mean the title of the club is pretty self explanatory. 
6. Senator Walsh: How do you feel about budget? It is accepted as friendly?
7. Book Club: Yes we are happy with it. 
8. asses: In the eyes of the speaker
lvii. Men’s Lacrosse
1. Men’s Lacrosse: Hi I’m Cam and I have no spiel.
2. Senator Walsh: Hey cam, are you friendly toward this amount.
3. Men’s Lacrosse: We are going this because when we separated clubs last year we one funded for everything this year. So this next year will be our 2nd one fund and under Logan’s advisory this is the best option. 
4. Senator Riebe: I would just like to ask for all the leaders here that if they have any reservations about that is proposed they could mention it. Otherwise I think if they don’t say anything I think we should just pass it. Unless you have objections to it and want to decrease it. Otherwise I think we shouldn’t keep asking each individual group because that is going to keep us here until midnight. 
5. President Kay: That is a good idea, if you have as a group leader any reservations please mention them in your opening speech, otherwise we will assume you have none. Thank you.

lxi. Ripon College Democrats
1. Ripon College Democrats:  We are fine with the budget unless you have questions.
2. Senator Oliver:  What’s your leadership for next year look like?
3. Ripon College Democrats: We haven’t had elections yet, but there are a good amount of people who could be in charge next year.

1. Senator Riebe: Do you have any problem with us grouping this together.
2. SMACK: Not at all.
3. Senator Riebe: I move to group all of SMAC’s budget into one

iii. Coffee house- Springfest
1. Senator Walsh: Hey peter, how much of your publicity budget has been used so far?
2. SMACK: I would like to say almost all of it. We have those nicer posters on campus for the larger scale events. 
3. Senator Oliver: How much did Springfest cost this year?
4. SMAC: I’m not too well versed because we have inflatables and artists and stuff like that. But we were very close to using all of that this year.
5. Senator Oliver: So will you be able to work next year with the cuts?
6. SMAC: Realistically we would want more but we can do it. We will use every dime that we can.
7. Senator Enright: Looking down this list and this is a question for the budget committee, meals and lodging were left and events were cut. Why weren’t the meals and lodgings cut instead of the events and how important are those?
8. President Kay: A lot of them are grouped together so they are booked together, so it actually going to be more expensive cause things are booked together, so we did as best as we could to cut to the number to what the campus will actually use. But you still need the same amount of meals and lodgings.
9. Treasurer Soich: The meals are lodging are for the people that we bring to campus.
10. SMAC: yea, the meals are for the performers, it’s part of their contracts.
11. Passes: in eyes of the speaker
lxv. Amnesty International
1. Amnesty:  No change to the budget.
2. Passes: in eyes of the speaker
lxvi.  CRU
1.  We are fine with our budget, we proposed these cuts ourselves. 
2. Senator Walsh: What is the miscellaneous fund used for?
3. CRU: That is for materials for our meetings, sometimes we do activities to get people more engage also when we travel we sometimes need more so it’s for flexibility.
4. Senator Walsh: What is on campus meetings use for?
5. CRU: That is also for our meetings, we need to pull resources for big meetings with CCF.
6. Senator Walsh: Resources for what?
7. CRU: Food to encourage people to come.
8. Senator Wash: As far as I know we don’t usually fund food. Can you make an estimate of how much of that is food. 
9. CRU: I don’t know, maybe 25 to 50. I think it’s mostly materials and stuff for everyone to have. 
10. Senator Walsh: That’s another rule people don’t get stuff to have from our budget.
11. CRU: Were not just giving stuff out, they don’t get to keep it, it is for the meetings.
12. Senator Walsh: I make a motion to cut the on campus meetings from 400 to 350. I’ m sorry. 
13. CRU: It has already been cut 175 dollars.
14. Senator Walsh: I just feel that the senate should not be funding food.
15. Vice President Brixius: It’s a food event like BSU’s soul-food dinner.
16. Senator Walsh: But everyone can go to that, do you advertise this as a food event?
17. CRU: We put signs everywhere on campus.
18. President Kay: Would you still like to make the amendment?
19. Senator Walsh: I would still like to make that amendment.
20. Senator Lanphier: I know that CREW tries to bring in speakers to their meetings and if they didn’t use the money toward food they would use it for speakers so this is not necessary to cut it.
21. Senator Oliver: This is group is very different in that they have a church service every week. They have an outreach program so stuff on campus is more importunate. It’s important for them to have this money and they are extremely active
22. Senator Enright: Could you give a couple more examples for what the money could be used for?
23. CRU: Speakers, trips, Oshkosh convention.
24. Senator Enright: This money is primarily used for bringing people to campus?
25. CRU: Yes and supplies for meetings.
26. Senator Riebe: We cut down groups to bare minimal to what they need to function in budget meetings, every group had money cut. If w are going to nitpick over 50 dollars for every group I don’t know if that is the best to do. We already got them down to the minimum. It would be nice to have more for the one fund next year but groups have the bare minimum to function.
27. Senator Garcia: Just don’t use it for snacks don’t do that and you are kosher with the rules.
28. Senator Erdman: This group is really active and they do a lot so I don’t know why we are bickering over this. I More to previous question
29. Passes: in the eyes of the speaker
30. President Kay: Now we are voting on senator Walsh’s Amendment
31. Fails: 4-18-0
32. President Kay: Now we will begin discussion whole budget as listed before.
33. Senator Enright: So the money from travel is for for members or for speakers?
34. CRU: Both but mostly the students. We have three major retreats a year and we need the travel to get there and pay registration fees. 
35. Enright: So it’s for those three Conferences?
36. CRU: Yes.
37. Senator Erdman: Seeing as she already said this is what is needed to operate I move to previsions question. 
38. President Kay: There is no one else on speakers so there is no need.
39. Passes: in the eyes of the speakers. 
lxvii. BSU,
1. BSU: We don’t have anything to say, I think you will use your best judgment.
2. Senator Walsh: Hey guys, so what is other contract services for normal club operation?
3. BSU: That includes, I can’t remember, we talked about that with the budget committee. 
4. Treasurer Soich: I can tell you they had a very detailed proposal.
5. BUS: Most likely for more speakers and entertainment because they are not exactly speakers.
6. Senator Walsh: Sounds good, so travel is for going places or bringing speakers?
7. BSU: To travel to events like Chicago convention
8. Senator Walsh: And then meals are for off campus
9. BSU: The soul food event and stuff like that.
10. Senator Walsh: what is on campus meetings?
11. BSU: Those are materials for our meetings.
12. Senator Walsh: Do you really need the money for in house duplication?
13. BSU:  Yes, we do. We make fliers for all of events we have and that costs money.
14. Treasurer Soich: point of clarification, that money was moved down to advertising services. 
15. And then postage? 
16. BSU: We contact our alumni members so we have to send letters to them. 
17. Senator Erdman: BSU has a very specific budget because you have specific events that must be held by your constitution. So all of the things that they have are needed. 
18. Passes: in the eyes of the speaker
lxviii. Student Senate
1. Student Senate: We kept it the same except we reduced in house duplicating, because we haven’t printed as much as we did last year.
2. Senator Walsh: What is awards?
3. Treasurer Soich: The Harris award
4. Passes: in the eyes of the speaker.
lxix.  WRPN
1. Senator Novotny: Permission to remove myself.
2. WRPN: We have no reservations.
3. Senator Walsh: In past years dues were high because of registration fees. So what changed?
4. WRPN: I thought the same but we looked at it and the actual licensing was not as much as I thought it would be. In the years past we didn’t have as much demand for news type shows so we removed that so it costs less. We are good with this budget.
5. Senator Walsh: Thank you for double checking that.
6. Senator Enright: Earlier this year someone mentioned 5000 dollar contract with the FCC?
7. WRPN: That was the perception but when we analyzed it it was different so we don’t need it.
8. Senator Enright: So you don’t have to pay that money to have a radio station?

29. President: Are you suggesting that as an amendment to Lanphier’s amendment?
30. Senator Folivi: Yes
31. Senator Lanphier: l I accept the proposed changes, it’s now an increase of 260 dollars.
32. Treasurer Soich: Two years in a row we one funded for CPAC and we decided not to put it in the budget because of the deficit situation. 
33. Senator Garcia: Why did you pick 500?
34. Senator Lanphier: I asked Senator Riebe here what he projected the persona; contribution to be and he said that it would be roughly 500 dollars. 
35. Senator Garcia: We should give them the 500 dollars to them I would like to see them do more on campus. Its chump change to what we have cut.
36. President Kay: Senator Lanphier which one would you like too do?
37. Senator Lanphier: I will stick with my guns, 500 dollars. 
38. Senator Erdman: They are the most active political group in campus, and all of the other political groups got increases this year, the active ones did. They choose not to put something in, it’s nice to help them out, they will just come back and ask anyway.
39. Senator Riebe: I have a question for Senator Walsh,  in EGORs budget do you have money for things that you do every year?
40. Senator Walsh: Yes.
41. Senator Riebe: In the college republican’s budget we have budgeted money for conventions that we have attended every year. That’s how the process works, if you go to something every year it is in your budget. You one fund for the first couple of years and then once you’ve got precedent you put it in the budget.
